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User Profiles: Creating New Profiles

Your ActivPanel Nickel allows the panel owner to create new user profiles. This feature improves the workflow
and enables more secure multi-user functionality on the panel. This can be handy if you are sharing your
ActivPanel with colleagues, or for instances in which you have a guest teacher or substitute.
